Introduction to Drawing.

Why is it important for students to learn/study drawing?

Drawing is a process of creating or rendering an image on a surface with tools.  It is a visual language, which communicates ideas across all cultures.  Artists use drawings to transform ideas into images. It is both a mental and physical act in which students may explore the world.

9. _______________:  All objects are based on 4 geometric solids: Cones, Cubes, Spheres and Cylinders.

10. ______________:  The height at which our eyes view an object.

11. ______________:  An imaginary point on the eye level or horizon where the parallel edges of a cubic form appear to converge and meet.

12. ______________:  Vanishing points, converging lines and eye level all added up.

Exercises:

We will spend about 3-4 weeks initially on drawing.  We will explore the basic structure of objects, their form, value and shading of objects, as well as basic perspective.  We will then move on to basic still life drawings, and finish with a culminating still life drawing, full of detail and a wide range of values.  Over this period we will spend time looking at previous drawings, observing how our skills have developed, and we will spend time discussing our work and how we use the elements of art and principles of design in our drawings.

Time Line:

1st Week: Vocabulary, basic drawing skills, observing the object and breaking it down to it’s basic form, drawing of simple objects, exploring shading and value, basic perspective.

2nd Week: Developing more details in our drawings, increasing value, more complex object arrangements.

3rd & 4th Week: Highly detailed and shaded still life drawings, complex object arrangements.
