Every schoel day during fifth grade you must write a journal entry at the end of
the day. Since this entyy is at the end of the day, you must take your journal home every
night for this assignment.

Rules for journal writing:
Write in pencil. Do not use pen.
Always put the number of the entry in the-left hand margin, and the full date in
the right hand margin.
You can write whatever you want in your journal aboutthings that happened to you
during the day, or you may use any of the several journal starts_your teacher gives you.
However, you must always end your journal entry with something you are grateful for.
It must be something specific. For example, writing, “T am grateful for my mom,” is
not specific enough and would not be accepted. Writing, "I am grateful my nic
made my favorite dessert: chocolate cake!” is specific and would be an appropriate
entry. You need to find at least one specific thing that happened during the day that
pleased you, made life more enjoyable, and made you feel grateful for the day.
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
