SOME GUIDELINES TO HELP YOU UNDERSTAND HOW YOU CAN FULFILL THE HONOR SOCIETY INDIVIDUAL SERVICE PROJECT.
INDIVIDUAL MEMBERS OF THE HONOR SOCIETY HAVE THE RESPONSIBILITY TO CHOOSE A PERSONAL SERVICE PROJECT IN AN AREA OF INVOLVEMENT IN LINE WITH THEIR PARTICULAR TALENTS AND INTERESTS.  THIS APPROACH TO MEETING THE SERVICE REQUIREMENT EMPHASIZES THE NEED FOR COOPERATIVE EFFORT IN SERVICE TO THE SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY WHILE PROVIDING AN OPPORTUNITY FOR INDIVIDUALS IN THE SOCIETY TO DISCOVER AND DEVELOP THEIR UNIQUE CONTRIBUTIONS.  BELOW ARE A FEW SUGGESTIONS TO HELP YOU DETERMINE HOW YOU CAN MEET THIS COMPONENT OF YOUR MEMBERSHIP.

1. IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO CHOOSE AND GET APPROVAL FOR A SERVICE PROJECT, AND TO REPORT THE COMPLETTION OF THE PROJECT TO YOUR CHAPTER ADVISER.

2. DO NOT CHOOSE A PROJECT THAT DIRECTLY BENEFITS YOURSELF OR YOUR FAMILY.

3. FINANCIAL COMPENSATION IS CONTRARY TO THE COMMON DEFINITION OF SERVICE, THOUGH A SMALL GIFT, THAT IS MINOR RELATIVE TO THE AMOUNT OR QUALITY OF SERVICE PROVIDED IS ACCEPTIBLE.

4.  PLAN TO COMPLETE YOUR PROJECT BY THE TIME OF THE NEXT INDUCTION CEREMONY(APRIL).

5. THE SERVICE PROJECT MAY BE PERFORMED AS AN ACTIVITY WITHIN ANOTHER ORGANIZATION.   

6.  YOU WILL NEED TO HAVE AN ADULT WHO IS WILLING TO SUPERVISE THE ACTIVITY TO GUARANTEE THAT THE RESPONSIBILITY IS FULFILLED IN A FAIR AND APPROPRIATE MANNER.

7.  THE FOLLOWING ARE SOME SAMPLE PROJECT IDEAS OF HOW YOU MIGHT COMPLETE THE SERVICE REQUIREMENT:
