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Homework Policy:

Homework is due during your class period.  I will ONLY accept h.w. until 2:50 p.m. the day that it is due.  HOWEVER, if it is handed in anytime after I have collected it (i.e. by the end of the period/day) you will receive a MAXIMUM late grade of 75.
Absenteeism:

If you are absent you are responsible for copying the notes and/or homework that you have missed.  You will need to see me during my planning period, before school or tenth period in order to pick up any missed material.

You will have 3 days to turn in any homework that you have missed.  If homework is not turned in within 3 days, it will become a PERMANENT zero.  If you miss a test or quiz you will have one week to make it up or it will become PERMANENT zero.


**If you know you will be out of school for vacation, trip, sports ect. And it is NOT a scheduled school vacation you need to let me know at least one week ahead of time, so I can gather materials for you while you are away.
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Asking a question:
When you have a question while I am teaching, please raise your hand and wait quietly until I call on you.  DO NOT holler out my name and wiggle around while you wait.

When you are working class on an assignment the same rules apply.  If I am busy helping someone else please BE PATIENT and WAIT QUIETLY.
If you finish classwork early:
Please wait quietly for others to finish.  CHECK your work to see that it is correct and done to the best of your ability.  After you have checked over your work, I will try to have something constructive for you to do, if not, then you may work on an assignment due in another class or read a book.
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End of period dismissal:

Please keep in mind that the bell is a signal to the teacher, telling me it is time for class to end.  The bell isn’t designed to dismiss you - I will dismiss you.  

Before you are dismissed you will have the final instructions for any h.w. assignments and have cleaned up your work space (INCLUDING THE FLOOR).
