Exercise 1 (Basics & Beginning)

Dreamweaver
· Using the Wizard, define a new site. Call it Monday. Place on file server account under the Tutorial Folder
· Choose HTML from the menu that appears after you have defined the site

· Use Heading 1 (under Format) and center the title “Monday”

Color of text is red…use “Page Properties” to select the text color

· Make the background color yellow

· Left align the following:

· Make a bulleted list with you 3 favorite movies

· Make a numbered list with your 3 favorite people

· Under “Page Properties” define the default Text Properties to Arial, Point size 16, color Blue

· Cntrl S, or Save as Monday.html  Remember, no caps, and no spaces!

Exercise 2 (Intro to Hyperlinks)

DreamWeaver
· Go to File New HTML and create a new site called Tuesday. Place on file server account under the Tutorial Folder
· Change the Title at the top to Tuesday.  This is what will appear, when the page is posted, in the title bar.  You CAN use caps and spaces here!

· Use Heading 1 and center the title “Tuesday”

· Color of text is Purple…use “Page Properties” to select the text color

· Make the background color #99FFCC

· Under “Page Properties” define the default Text Properties to Courier; Point size 16, color Purple

· Prepare to create an External hyperlink by highlighting, or dragging your cursor over, the word “Tuesday”

· Make a hyperlink


Under Properties, Link, go to  www.pbs.org and copy the complete URL into this link box

· Click on the round symbol to the right of where you typed the link and click and HOLD.  Draw a line up to the word or picture you would like to have hyperlinked.

· Control s to save, or file save.  Be sure it’s an HTML file and the name has no caps or spaces

Exercise 3 (Viewing your work)

DreamWeaver
· Have the Tuesday file open

· After saving the file, just to be sure, hit F12

· You can now see what your web site might look like when posted.

Let’s view your work through Internet Explorer, your Browser, so get an even better idea of how it would look posted.

· Launch your browser

· Go to <file> <open> <browse> and find the file on your server account

· Double click on it to open your work

Note:  You MUST always save your work prior to viewing it of the changes made will not show up. You do not have to open the file each time, just F5 the file to refresh and see the changes after you have saved the file you are working on.

Exercise 4 (Intro to Hyperlinks, Internal Links)

DreamWeaver
· Open the site called Tuesday

· Make a bulleted list with the names of your favorite foods

· Color the text …use “Page Properties” to select the text color

· Make the background color your choice

· Under “Page Properties” define the default Text Properties to Arial; Point size 16, color your choice

· Prepare to create an Internal hyperlink by highlighting, or dragging your cursor over, the first item in your bulleted list

· Make a hyperlink


Under Properties, Link, click on the file folder and find the file for Monday, created in exercise one

· Click on the round symbol to the right of where you typed the link and click and HOLD.  Draw a line up to the word or picture you would like to have hyperlinked.

· Control s to save, or file save

· View through your browser

Ways to Make HyperLinks

1. Highlight word(s) or picture to be hyperlinked

2. Right click on highlighted item and select “Make Link” or
3. Use the “round” symbol to the right of the link box and draw the line to the hylighted item  or
4. Click on the chain link icon on the Common Tool bar 

Exercise 5 Hyperlinking Graphics (pictures)

DreamWeaver

· Open the site called Tuesday

· Go to your Web Design folder and create a new folder called pictures 

· Each project will have it’s own picture folder!  Graphics take up a lot of space, and must regularly be cleaned out

· Find 3 pictures representing the food in your bulleted list, and save them to this folder you cannot copy and past them into the document

Saving pictures:

· Right click on desired graphic, choose save picture as, find the picture folder in your file server account, save the graphic with a name (lowercase, no spaces) that represents the graphic.

· Common Graphic formats are gif, bmap, jpeg

· Do you know about Copywrite laws??????!!!!!

· Locate the bulleted list with the names of your favorite foods

· Go to <Insert> <Image> or click on the Tree icon on the Common tool bar 

· Insert the picture of each of the foods on your web page

· Under the Properties Tool Bar the picture High and Width show up.  You can now change the size of the image

· Highlight the food picture, and link it, using any of the methods described above, to a web site with a recipe using that food.

Exercise 6 Backgrounds

DreamWeaver

· Locate the picture that you would like as your background and save it to your picture file
· Launch Fireworks.  It resides in your Macromedia folder
· Open the graphic file

· Watermark the picture by choosing <Filters> <Adjust Color> <Brightness/Contrast>

· See if you like the degree of watermarking.  No?  Try another setting! <Filters> <Adjust Color> <Hue/Saturation>

· There are several other settings to play with under the <Filters> <Adjust Color> settings.  Play around!
